Beginning with the 2019-20 school year volunteers will be 
required to complete the NFHS Concussion Awareness 
and Sudden Cardiac Arrest Courses.  

An advisor is an individual that works in a school’s activity 
program and has direct supervision of students. 
Beginning with the 2019-20 school year Music Directors 
will be required to complete the NFHS Concussion 
Awareness and Sudden Cardiac Arrest Courses.

All coaches representing a member school in athletic 
competition must be ce"ified. To become ce"ified, 
coaches must complete the Alaska Coaches Education 
Program.
